Entry fee of USD330 per player / official for é-night accommodation with breakfast
on twin sharing basis (check-in on 16 June, 2025, 2:00pm, check-out on 22 June,
2025, 12:00pm). Each men’s and women's team shall only redeem for their officials
MAXIMUM TWO rooms with the rates stated above respectively. (The team shall be
responsible for paying the room-rate difference for any SINGLE occupancy.)

For additional room-nights from 15 June to 22 June at a special rate of USD120 per room
per night with breakfast on twin-sharing basis will be available. Booking at this special rate
MUST be made through the Organiser and is subject to room availability. This special room
rate is also available for officials or supporters of the participating MNAs.

SEEDING AND DRAW

| CHAMPIONSHIP REGULATIONS |

The Championships will be run in accordance with the ASF Championship Regulations.

\ CLOTHING REGULATIONS |

ASF Clothing Regulation is attached at the end of this handbook and shall apply without
exception.

| DOPE TESTING |

Dope testing may be carried out in accordance with the WADA Code.
All players are required to complete and sign the Doping Declaration (see attached)
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acknowledging the WSF's Anti-Doping Rules and Regulations and the Doping rules set
out in Regulations E12 - E15 of the ASF Championship Regulations prior o competing in
the Championships as part of the accreditation process.

Any players refusing to undergo a doping control and any player found guilty of a doping
infraction proven by a positive laboratory test result will be dealt with by the ASF, which
shall take disciplinary actions and penalties in accordance with its regulations.

| ELIGIBILITY — IMPORTANT! |

All players and coaches must be WSF registered (SPIN) and their registration must be in good
standing at the fime of entry and then at the fime of actual participation. Players are
required to provide their WSF SPIN Number on the Biography Form (Form B) which should be
submitted on 15 May 2025.

Allmanagers are required to present the passports of their players to the Technical Delegate
— to confirm eligibility before being permitted to compete. This has to be done by 16 June
2025 at the Championship Office at the Main Venue.

\ EYEWEAR |

In accordance with Regulation G5 of the ASF Championship Regulations, all junior players
(under 19 years of age) are required to wear protective eyewear (manufactured to an
approved national safety standard) properly over the eyes at all times during practice
and match play throughout the Championships.

All junior players are required to sign the Eyewear Declaration (see attached)
acknowledging acceptance and compliance with this requirement prior to competing
in the Championships.

| FORMAT OF THE CHAMPIONSHIPS |

Entries

Each MNA shall be allowed AN INITIAL MAXIMUM OF TWO PLAYERS. If there are slofs

available after the closing date, MNAs shall be allowed to enter two additional players,

which will be allocated as follows:

a. First on merit to players ranked in the PSA/ASF as per rankings published on or before
the Closing Date;

b. To higher ranked players as determined by the ASF Seeding Committee;

c. If there are more than 64 entries, players will be placed on a reserve list and can be
called upon to play if slots become available due to withdrawals;

If there are still slots available, the Host Association may enter a maximum of four
ADDITIONAL players.

Tournament Format

The Championships will be played out in single knock-out format. For the Main Draw,
there will be no play-off for 3@ position or any other position. 3@ place trophy will be
presented to both losing semi-finalists of Main Draw.
